Taking your RSGB examinations with SKARS

SKARS is able to support all three levels of the RSGB exams at the 9™ Grantham Scout Hut, which is a
registered exam centre of the RSGB.

Step 1: Agree dates

We require at least one month’s notice to set up an exam, so it is best if you email our exam
secretary, Steve Marsh MONMA (enquiry@skars.co.uk the following information as soon as possible:

e Your full name, date of birth and address

e The level of exam (Foundation, Intermediate or Full)

e The earliest date that you expect to want to take the exam

e For Foundation and Intermediate, the date when you will be ready for your practical
note: practicals must be assessed before the exam date

The exam secretary will then confirm a date for the exam with you and give you our centre number.
Step 2: Book and Pay for your Exam

Once the exam secretary has confirmed the date, you can book and pay for the exam with the RSGB
here: rsgb.org/exampay

Step 3: Advise Exam Secretary of your reference number

The RSGB will give you a reference number, which must be given to the exam secretary
who will then request your exam papers from the RSGB

Step 4:
Revise and remember to turn up for your exam!
